· individuals

· endowments

· budget deficits

· scholarships

· religious purposes

· political or legislative action groups

· annual fund raising drives

Fiscal Agent: If this grant is being submitted by a fiscal agent, include a letter from the fiscal agent describing the relationship the organizations as well as a copy of the agent’s IRS tax-exempt status letter. 

Timeline: Email applications by December 30th to jesse@athensfoundation.org. Please send material in ORIGINAL PDF format.   Decisions on all grants will be made in February and contracts will be sent to recipients by Feb 28th. Decisions of the Board of the Athens Foundation are final. If your organization received a grant last year, please file your grant completion report before December 30, 2016. Failure to file the report will affect future grants.
